“Ifwegotoinvadeasovereigncountry,eveniftheirownarmycan’tdefeatus,theUnitedNationswill

sendtroopstodestroyus.”

ApolloWainwrightwasgratinentforamomentandcouldn’thelpsaying,“Inthiscase,wehaveonlythe

waytonegotiate…”

CreightonKruegersighedandsaid,“TodayisApril1st,onlyfivedaysawayfromtheancestorworship

ceremonyoftheWadefamily…”

Speakingofthis,CreightonKruegeradded,“Sincetheyannouncedthattheyhadarrestedourpeople,I

believetheywillfollowthebasicprinciplesofinternationallawandputthemontrial…”

“Oncethetrialispublic,itwilltakeatleastafewmonthstocollectevidence,fixevidence,prosecute,

andtryinaccordancewiththenormalprocess….”
