Speakingofthis,Charliepausedslightly,andthensaid,“Accordingtonormal,theinstallmentpayment

mustpayinterest.”

“However,evenifitistheWadefamily,Iwillgivethemalittleface,andthey’llbechargewith

installmentpaymentinterest,butlikebanks,acertainpercentageofhandlingfeeswillbecharged.”

“Forexample,iftheotherpartyowesusonebillion,itcanbepaidin12installmentsayear,or36

installmentsinthreeyears,and60installmentsinfiveyears.”

StephenThompsonwasstunnedandexclaimed,“YoungMaster,ifyouusethisratio,thehandlingfee

forthe12phaseinayearis6%,andthetotalhandlingfeeforthe60phasesin5yearsis36%!

“Inonebillionprincipal,thehandlingfeeisthreehundredandsixtymillionyuan,isn’titabittoohigh…”

Charliesmiledandsaid,“Aren’tthebankcreditcardinstallmentsalwaysrequirestopay6%ofeach

installment?”

“Idon’tchargetoomuch,Ijustlookatthebank.”

StephenThompsonhurriedlysaid,“YoungMaster,Isaidso,buttheinterest…ohno,thehandlingfee



ratioisactuallyveryhigh…”

“I’mafraidtheywon’tbeabletosustainsuchahighrateatall…”

Charlielookedlikeaprofiteer,andsaidseriously,“Itdoesn’tmatteriftheycan’tholdit.Icangivethem

anotherchoice.”

“Themoneyowedwillbeconvertedintothecorrespondingequityoftheircompanyaccordingtoa

certainpreferentialstrength,suchastheircorporatevalue.”

“Iftheystilloweusonebillion,thisonebillionwillbeconvertedintoequityis20%,butbecausethey

oweus,Idon’tchargehimtheinstallmentfee,soIhavetoreceiveacashloss.”

“Therefore,theyhavetogiveusa20%discountonthetotalvaluation.”

“Inthiscase,ifacompanywith5billionyuanisdiscountedby20%,evenifitis4billion,the1billion

debtconvertedintoequityis25%!”
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FortheseperfidiousWadefamilycollaterals,Charliehadalreadythoughtoutacompletesetofsolutions

forthem,andthereasonwhyherushedbackfromNorthernEuropenon-stopistosolveallthese

collateralbranchesinonestep.

“Theyareforcedtostartmakingsomecontributionstothefamily!”

“That’sright.”Charliesneeredandsaid,“Thistime,toputitbluntly,Iwanttotakeadvantageofthe

Theywereonlyscaredbythesixpercentinstallmentfeebefore,butforgotthattheycouldactually



choosetheminimumnumberofperiods.

Ifitisdividedintotwoinstallments,youonlyneedtopaythesixpercentinstallmentfeetwotimes.

Inthisway,itwillnaturallybemuchmorecomfortable.

Therefore,agroupofpeoplebegantotakeapositivestatementoneafteranother.

Somewantedtodivideintotwophasesandothersalsowanttodivideintothreephases.

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Charlie’srhetoricalquestionmadeRonnieWadespeechless.

Theotherpeoplewhowerestillfilledwithrighteousindignationjustnowfaintedinaninstant.

“ThisiswhyIsuggestyouletthemsignthecontractfortheelectronicagreementistoensurethe

legitimacyofallofthis,sothatinthefuture,whenitcomestocourt,youcanhaveenoughconfidence!”

ThesecollateralmembersoftheWadefamilywantedtodepriveCharliealiveatthistime,becausethis

guynotonlyhandedWesleyaknifetokillhisrelatives,butalsotoldhimwheretogettheknifethe

fastest,mostaccurate,andmostruthless.

Forawhile,everyoneregardedCharlieasanincomprehensibleenemy,andtheykeptwonderinghowto

retaliateagainstCharlieinthefutureandmakehimpayapainfulprice.

AfterknowingalltheneedsofCharlie,hedirectlycarriedoutacontracttemplateofhisowninstallment

paymenttoacertainextent.

Modified,andthensentthecontracttoCharlie.

AfterCharliegotthecontract,hereaditagainandfoundthattherewerenoproblemsorbugsinit,and

thenhehandedthecontracttoWesley.

AfterWesleygotthecontract,heimmediatelybegantoaskallthebranchesoftheWadefamilytosign

theagreement.

HowdaretheseWadefamilycollateralsrefuse,sotheycompletedtheelectronicsignaturesoneafter

another,andthefirstpartyintheagreementwasCharlie’sEmgrandGroup.

ButthesewordscameoutofCharlie'smouth,andallthemembersoftheWadefamily'scollateral

membersweresuddenlyfurious.

Someoneyelleddirectly,"Charlie!Youf*ckingdon'tdeceivepeopletoomuch!”

“Youdon'tpeetoseewhatyouare!InfrontofLordWesley,whatisthedifferencebetweenyouanda

traitor!"

Therearealsopeoplewhohavealotofbadthoughts,deliberatelywantingtocauseaconflictbetween

CharlieandWesley,andtheyaccused,"Charlie!Yourfather,BruceWade,wasthechiefculpritwho

killedtheparentsofLordWesley!”

“EvenifLordWesleyraisedonehundredthousanddogs,it’snotyourturntobarkhere!"

Somepeopleevenblurtedoutbrazenly,"Yes!LordWesley!Youcan'tlistentotheslanderofthis

scumbag!”

“WadeFamilyisyourmurderer'senemy!Heactuallyletuskneelandworshipinfrontofyou.”



“TheancestorsoftheWadefamilyisshameful!”

Wesleylistenedtothewordsofthegroupofpeopleinfrontofhim,andwasshockedinhisheart.

“Inowunderstandthatthisgroupofpeopleistotallyworthyofthecrime!IfIweretochangethem,

seeingtheirfaces,Ireallywanttokillthem!"

Thinkingofthis,Wesleywasveryangryandimmediatelyshoutedcoldly,"Presumptuous!AsIjustsaid,

it'suptoMr.Wadetodecideeverythinghere!”

“Whydoyoudaretodefyorders?"

EveryoneintheWadefamilyshudderedinterror.

Wesleyinstructedseveralsoldiersaroundhim,"TakeoutallthosewhoinsultedMr.Wadejustnow,and

slappedhimahundred….No!Fivehundred!"
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Wesleyisapersonwhogivesimportanceforloveandjustice,whichisalsothekeytothefactthat

DragonHallhasbeenabletooperatesofarandhasachievedalotofsuccess.

HewasoriginallygratefultoCharlieforabletosympathizewithhisparents’needtogotothesoilfor

safety,andthen,seeingtheshamelessfaceofCharlie’scollateralfamilymembers,hewasalready

extremelyangry.
