Charlieaskedagain,“ThenaretherefrequentpirateactivitiesontheGulfofAdennow?”

“Frequent.”StellaScottexplained,“Thepiratesovertherehaveneverstopped.”

“Thehottertheshippingmarket,themoreactivetheywillbe.”

“Theyhijackedamerchantshipanddetainedpeoplewiththeshiptodemandaransomfromtheowner,

usuallyatleast.”

“Italsocostsseveralmilliondollarstostart,andsometimesitcanevenreachtensofmillionsofdollars,

andtheshipownerdarenotrefusetogiveit.”

WhenCharlieheardthis,heasked,“Doyouknowanythingaboutthecurrentinternationalsecurity

companies?”

“Wherearetheirbasesgenerally?”

StellaScottsaid,“Atthemomentthereareatleast300securitycompaniesintheglobalshipping

market.”

“Ofcourse,thedemandforarmedescortsintheGulfofAdenisthehighest,soeveryonehassetup

coastalbasesalongtheIndianOceanandtheArabianSea,andsomeevenbuyanoldshipand

transformedintoaseabasecapableoftakingoffandlandinghelicopters.”

“NowmostoftheentiremarketisinthehandsoftheBritish,followedbytheAmericans,andrelatively

fewinAsia.”

Ontheonehand,WesleymustfindawaytoestablishbasesonthecoastsofcountriessuchasYemen

andSaudiArabia.

Afterhangingupthephone,CharliegavefeedbacktoWesleywhathehadgottenfromStellaScott.

“AsfortheSyrianside,whenIfinishtheworkathand,Iwillgothereinpersontotalktothem.”

“Atthattime,youcancomewithme.”

Wesleyimmediatelysaidrespectfully,“Yoursubordinatesobey!”

Charliealsosaid,“Beforeyouleave,selectonefromthefive-stargeneralsofDragonHall,andthen



equiphimwithmorethanadozenortwentystrongsubordinates,andletthemstayinAurousHillinthe

future.”

“Okay,Mr.Wade,IwillarrangeitbeforeIleave!”

Atthistime,CharliereceivedadocumentsentbyStellaScott,whichlistedalltheshipinformationand

photosofBAITShipping.

Inaddition,italsoincludedthenewshipsorderedbyBAITShippingandthesecond-handship

informationpurchasedfromotherenterprises.

Charlienoddedandsaidseriously,“Thisshipisnotonlyforyoutouseasamaritimebase,butalsocan

usethisshiptocompletethetransportationofpeopleandmaterialsafteryoustarttoundertake

securityworkinhigh-riskareasinthefuture.”

Withthat,Charliereminded,“Youshouldtryyourbesttobeprepared.”

“Atthattime,inadditiontohelicopters,withafewhigh-performancespeedboats,althoughthepirates

usearenotbig,theyarefastandmobile.”

“Youshouldformulatesomeeffectivecountermeasures.”

Wesleysolemnlysaid,“Mr.Wade,don’tworry,atthattime,wewillformulateacompleteoperation

modetointegratethearmedescorts,maritimebases,coastalbasesandrearbasesonmerchantshipsin

thebestway.”



“Atthattime,nocargoshipescortedbyDragonHallwillbeexposedtoanydanger!”

Charlielaughedandsaid,“IabsolutelybelieveinthestrengthofDragonHall.”

“Atthattime,Ilookforwardtomeetingpiratesafewmoretimesandfightingafewbeautifulmaritime

defensebattles.”

“Atthattime,businesswillcontinuetocometoyou!”
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TheplanthatCharliewantedforDragonHallmadeWesleyparticularlyexcited.

Heimmediatelymadeassignmentstohissubordinates.

ApartfromleavingsomeelitestostayinAurousHillwaitingforCharlie’sdispatch,hehimselfintendsto

leadothersbacktotheMiddleEastimmediately,intendingtousehisrelationshipfirst,andholdon.
